¢ Costing a bundle for taxpayers to control

¢ Choking and the deliberate takeover of native plants

¢ Stealing land, homes, water, and food from wildlife

¢ Invading open lands, roadsides, waterways, and recreation areas
¢ Wreaking havoc and mayhem on unsuspecting ecosystems

¢ Grows 3 to 16 feet in height

¢ Hollow, upright, bamboo like stems

¢ Large smooth-edged leaves range from an elongate triangle (Himalayan), oval
(Bohemian), a heart shape (Japanese), to a huge elephant ear (Giant)

¢ Flowers range from white to green and grow in drooping clusters

CONTROL METHODS:
¢ Pull young plants, removing the root, and all plant material

¢ Remove budding stalks during the flowering season to stop seeding
¢ Allow plant material to dry before composting

JOIN THE INVASIVE-WEED PATROL:
¢ Notify your neighbors when you spot this weed on their land

¢ Remove all weed seeds from clothing, shoes, pets, camping gear, and tires
¢ Report any sightings on public lands to your local land managers
