General Summary of Duties


Under the general supervision of the Community Services Manager or other division supervisor, inspects new and existing buildings to determine compliance with the Building and/or Housing Code, and approved construction plans.  Performs related duties as required.
	
Distinguishing Characteristics


The Building Inspector 2 position is distinguished from the Building Inspector 1 position by its emphasis on structural inspection by the breadth of experience and certification required.  This position is distinguished from the Inspector 3 position by the nature of the work as well as the increased complexity in obtaining and number of certifications.
	Supervision Received and Exercised:  Reports to Community Services Manager or division supervisor.  Does not supervise.


	Essential Job Functions: Any one position may not include all of the duties listed nor do the listed examples include all tasks, which may be found in positions of this class.


· Conducts inspections of new and existing buildings to determine structural integrity and compliance with the Oregon Structural Specialty Code, One and Two Family Dwelling Code, and approved plans; walks through buildings and construction sites that are in various stages of completion; may climb stairs, scaffolding, and ladders; completes periodic inspections for mobile home set-up.

· Prepares reports, letters, correction notices, and other correspondence, whenever inspections reveal Code violations and variations from approved plans.

· Consults with architects, engineers, contractors, homeowners and others in matters relating to the design, materials, and methods of electrical systems construction; reads blueprints and plans in order to obtain information for inspections.

· Participates in the maintenance of a technical library on codes, building materials and other subjects related to structural inspections.

· Performs fire damage investigations and inspections; investigates complaints of structural damage; prepares reports listing defects and recommends appropriate corrective measures.

· Enters inspection results into the computer; prepares daily inspection record and posts results to proper job files.

Knowledge:
· Thorough knowledge of methods and practices involved in building design and construction with a special emphasis on structural safety; 
· Considerable knowledge of inspection methods and procedures; 
· Considerable knowledge of Federal, state, and local building codes and regulations; 
Ability to:

· Ability to utilize a knowledge of structural safety, as it relates to residential and commercial construction activity; 
· Ability to apply various building/housing codes and regulations in City inspection activities, and draw appropriate conclusions; 
· Ability to demonstrate sound judgment in the application of relevant codes; 
· Ability to read blueprints and plans; 
· Ability to explain code violations tactfully and assertively to contractors, builders, and property owners; 
· Ability to operate computers and other equipment sufficiently to perform the duties of the position; 
· Ability to complete timely, accurate, and understandable reports, letters, and other correspondence; 
· Ability to operate City vehicles, and travel as required; 
· Ability to conduct inspections safely at sites that are in various stages of construction, and may require walking on uneven terrain, and climbing ladders and scaffolding; 
· Ability to interact harmoniously with co-workers, elected officials, contractors, homeowners and the general public.
	Experience and Training:  Any equivalent combination of education and experience which provides the knowledge, skills and abilities required to perform the job.  A typical way to obtain the knowledge, skills and abilities would be:


Completion, or equivalent, of a two year degree program in Building Inspection Technology, plus related work experience, typically five years in diversified construction that involved concrete, masonry, steel, and complex wood framing, to include one year in a supervisory position. A degree in Architecture or Civil Engineering, plus three years related experience in the design, inspection, or supervision of the structural aspects of construction may be substituted for the aforementioned education and experience, or any combination of experience, training, and education that provides the required knowledge, skills, and abilities
	
Required Special Qualifications


· Certification from the State of Oregon as an A-Level Structural Inspector.

· Certification from the State of Oregon as a One and Two Family Structural Inspector

· A valid State of Oregon driver's license at the time of appointment.
	
Working Conditions


The principal duties of this classification are performed in a field environment that involves frequent travel by motor vehicle to sites to make inspections.  The position requires walking through, climbing over and crawling under structures with occasional lifting and exertion for short periods.  The incumbent may spend long periods walking or standing; involving exposure to various weather conditions with potentially hazardous job sites.   Incumbents in this position may encounter situations involving antagonism, anxiety, frustration and deadlines.
Persons with disabilities may be able to perform the essential duties of this class with reasonable accommodation.  Reasonable accommodation will be evaluated on an individual basis and depends, in part, on the specific requirements for the job, the limitations related to the disability and the ability of the hiring department to accommodate the limitation.
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
