
01-2026 Director’s Report  

Operational Changes: 

• Due to security risks, IT is no longer allowing multi-user computer log-ons.  

• For the service desks we typically log on the computers with a single library log-on that 
all staff then use 

• Starting Jan 15, we will no longer be allowed to do this 

• We moved the checkout computer at the front desk to the public server, so it will still be 
able to be a single sign on for everyone 

• The other computers at the service desks are on the City server and so have greater 
security risks with regards to access to data. Staff will need to use their own log-ons for 
these computers 

• This changes the workflow because currently we move from one computer to another 
to help people. Now staff will have to logon to a single computer and use that one to 
help patrons.  

• Although I’m sure we will adjust, this is a big work flow change for staff and will cause 
some delays for patrons as we transition.
